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Intelligent Farming

India, which accounts for about 18% of global population , is expected to surpass China by
2023 to become the World’s most populated country. With this, comes the pressure to feed
many mouths. Statistical estimations indicate that by 2030, demand for pulses ,cereals, eggs,
fruits, vegetables and milk will be more than twice of what it was in 2000, while the

demand for foodgrains is expected to jump by more than 85%.

Considering the future of food production to be made digital, new technologies for agriculture
must be in the mode of Al ( Artificial Intelligence) which has the potential , as per Niti
Aayog, to add $1 trillion in India’s economy by 2035. Al can soon prove to be a boon to
Agriculture sector not only in India but worldwide and can help ensure food security for all. Al
powerd solutions can enable farmers to do more with less and improve quality and develop

superior and consumer friendly marketing infrastructure.
The Smart or intelligent farm includes the use of technology such as:

e Sensors for soil , water, light, humidity and temperature management

e Telecommunications technologies such as advanced networking and Global Positioning
System ( GPS)

e Hardware and software for specialized applications and for enabling Internet of things
(l1oT) -based solutions, robotics and automation

e Data analytics tools for decision making and prediction. Data collection is a significant
part of smart farming as the quantity of data available from crop yields

e soil-mapping, climate change, fertilizer applications, weather data, machinery and animal
health continues to escalate

e Satellites and drones for gathering data around the clock for an entire field. This
information is forwarded to IT systems for tracking and analysis to give an “eye in the

field” or “eye in the barn” that makes remote monitoring possible
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A view of Smart or Intelligent Farming

Armed with such tools, farmers can monitor field conditions and make strategic decisions for
the whole farm or a single plant without even needing to step foot in the field. The driving
force of smart farming is loT— connecting machines and sensors integrated on farms to make
farming processes data-driven and automated. Many believe that IoT can add value to all

areas of farming, from growing crops to forestry.

Precision farming, or precision agriculture, is an umbrella concept for loT-based approaches
that make farming more controlled and accurate. In simple words, plants and cattle get
precisely the treatment they need, determined by machines with superhuman accuracy. The
biggest difference from the classical approach is that precision farming allows decisions to be
made per square meter or even per plant/animal rather than for a field. By precisely
measuring variations within a field, farmers can boost the effectiveness of pesticides and

fertilizers, or use them selectively.

Drones equipped with sensors and cameras are used for imaging, mapping, and surveying the
farms. They can be remotely controlled or they can fly automatically through agriculture
software-controlled flight plans in their embedded systems, working in coordination with sensors
and GPS. From the drone data, insights can be drawn regarding crop health, irrigation,

spraying, planting, soil and field, plant counting and vyield prediction, and much more..

As is the case of precision agriculture, smart farming techniques enable farmers better to
monitor the needs of individual animals and to adjust their nutrition accordingly, thereby
preventing disease and enhancing herd health.Large farm owners can use wireless IloT
applications to monitor the location, well-being, and health of their cattle. With this
information, they can identify sick animals, so that they can be separated from the herd to

prevent the spread of disease.
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Computer imaging involves the use of sensor cameras installed at different points on the farm
or drones equipped with cameras. The images they capture undergo digital processing to
derive meaningful insights from them. They are used for quality control, disease detection,
irrigation monitoring, and sorting and grading the produce after harvest. Image processing using
machine learning incorporates comparing images from a database with images of standing

crops to determine the size, shape, color, and growth, therefore controlling the quality.

Future Farming Approach

There are many challenges of Al rollout, although Al and machine learning can help monitor
crop health , diagnose pest /soil defects and nutrient deficiencies on a real time and
predictive basis aiding farmers obtain higher vyield and proper market to obtain maximum
profits. Main challenges are lack of supporting ICT , Data Infrastructure, Deficient
telecommunication networks and , poor internet connectivity, insuffient profieciency in data
analysis and lack of financial assistance for small farms to adopt and deploy ICT devices and
embedded systems. About 86 % farmers are small and marginal who cultivate 47 % of

India’s arable land.

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VIPASSANA MEDITATION AND ITS USEFULNESS

Human being is regarded as the superior creature of God. The virtues which play the crucial role
for its superiority are conscience of judging right or wrong, thinking power, intelligency and
self-control for a balanced, disciplined and dignified life. But these virtues are often disturbed
by Sadaripues or inner enemies of mind. They are Kama(desire), Krodha(anger), Lobh(greed),
Moho(attachment), Mod(arrogance/vanity) and Matsarya(jealousy). These Shadaripues are
root causes of all sufferings of mankind in this material world. From days immemorial, the wise
men have tried to find out ways and means to overcome these sufferings by self-control of
mind and to lead a different kind of life which is called the spiritual life. The spiritual life is the
purification of mind in several stages through eliminating the vices of Sadaripues and not to be
influenced by these evil instints.

Meditation is one of the means for self purification for attaining a higher positive energy state
of mind by practising certain rituals.It’s very difficult to define meditation. It's a way to achieve
salvation or to achieve moksha or nirvana.

Origin of Meditation

The time line meditation history if we look into, we will find that the oldest documented
evidence of the practice of meditation is wall art in India during 5000-3500 BC. Written
evidence of meditation we can find in Veda in 1500 BC. During 600 -500 BC other forms of
meditation developed in Taoist China and Buddhist India. Christian Meditation started with
Hesychasm, a tradition of contemplative prayer in the Eastern Orthodox Church, and involves
the repetition of the Jesus prayer during 10th to 14th century. Islamic Meditation, Dhikr is
interpreted by various meditative techniques and becomes one of the essential elements of
Sufism which started during 11th and 12th centuries.

Meditation became more prominent in western world, especially in the United States, when
Swami Vivekananda delivered his lecture at the Parliament of Religions in Chicago.His
presentation created a new surge of interest in Eastern models of spirituality in the West, and
influenced a number of other spiritual teachers from India to migrate to the States including:
Swami Rama from the Himalayan Institute; Paramahansa Yogananda from the Self-Realization
Fellowship; Maharishi Mahesh Yogi with his Transcendental Meditation practice, etc.
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What is Vipassana Meditation

Vipassana may be a new vocabulary to some and has no idea about what it means. Vipassana
means “special viewing” and in the ancient Pali language it means “insight”. It is the essence
of the Buddha’s teaching about how to make actual experience of the ultimate truth. Even
truth (Satya) is of various kinds: “Sabhda-satya”(=sounds that seems true), “Anuman-satya
(=imagination that seems true)”, “Prakat-satya (=that appears as true)”, Samvrti-satya
(=empirical that common people understands which may be far away from the ultimate truth)
and Paramartha-satya (=means ultimate truth). Vipassana guides us to see the ultimate truth
that will liberate us from “Dukha”.

The Buddha himself experienced the ultimate truth by the practice of meditation, and
therefore meditation is what he primarily taught. Not the religion that people believe. He of
course talked about “Dhamma” which is not religion but the characteristic or quality of human
being as all Indian literature writes “Dharama of water” or Dharama of physical matter”. He
did not establish any organized religion (Buddhaism). His words are records of his personal
experience in meditation, as well as like detailed SOP of modern science in the form of
instructions on how to practice in order to reach the goal he had attained in experiencing the
ultimate truth.

The Buddha in his whole life targeted to remove “Dukha” from the life of human being since it
is a kind of mental disease which is again universal and distributed irrespective of cast, creed,
colour, country, rich or poor.

what is “Dukha”

Every human being has experience of “suffering”, "unhappiness", "pain", "unsatisfactoriness" or
"stress" in life. It is a part and parcel of our life as well as modern life style has added more such
elements in our life. Stress related diseases are in increasing trend. What modern medical science called
Psychosomatic (Psycho=mind; soma=body) diseases that was investigated and thoroughly understood
by Gautama the Buddha about 2500 years ago. He worked through his whole life to liberate people
from it by distributing his wisdom gained by walking in the path of liberation. He identified presence of it
in all stages of life: “Jati vi Dukha”; “Vyadhi vi Dukha”; “Jara vi Dukha” and “Maranam vi Dukha”. We all
want happiness but happiness also turns to “Dukha” because of our “Avijja or Avidhya (=lack of
understanding and awareness)”. Rabindranath Tagor elaborately expressed this conversion from
happiness to sorrow in his poem:

“ST, SETRST FIE FJ! (7 5 (F12 Moy |

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It is now well established that more than 90 per cent of our physical illness is psychosomatic such as
spondylitis, hyper-acidity, high blood pressure, insomnia, diabetics, etc. or these are the root cause of
other diseases such as heart problem, arthritis, etc. These all are cause of our misery.

The Buddha walked like a doctor scientist the entire path that causes “Dukha” and investigated the
aetiology of “Dukha” disease, its ins and out, length and breadth from surface to core through his own
bodily experience and then discovered the method of its control ie. “Dukha Nivaran”. He discovered

first, two Noble Truths: “Dukkha-sacca” (=Suffering), and “Samudaya-sacca”(= Its origination and
multiplication) which is “Law of Dependent Origination” as given below:

Avijja (ignorance) ARISES > Sankhara (volitional activities) ARISES

Sankhara (volitional activities) ARISES > Vinnana
(consciousness)

Vinnana (consciousness) ARISES > Nama- rupa (mind and matter)
Nama- rupa (mind and matter) ARISES > Salayatana (six sense doors)
Salayatana (six sense doors) ARISES > Phassa (contact)

Phassa (contact) ARISES > Vedana (sensation)

Vedana (sensation) ARISES > Tanha (craving)

Tanha (craving) ARISES > Upadana (clinging)

Upadana (clinging) ARISES > Bhava (becoming)

Bhava (becoming) ARISES > Jati (birth)

Jati (birth) ARISES > Jara-marana (decay and death)

Thus this vicious circle of “Dukha” rolls on. In other words, the origin of each link depends upon
the preceding one. As long as this chain of twelve causal relations operates, the wheel of
becoming (bhava-cakka) keeps rolling, bringing nothing but “Dukha”.

This process of cause and effect is called “Anuloma-paticcasamuppada” (Direct Law of
Dependent Origination).

Every link of “Anuloma” results in “Dukkha”, suffering, as a result of avijja (=ignorance), which is
at the base of every link. Thus the process of “anuloma” clarifies the first two Noble Truths:
“Dukkha-sacca” (=Suffering) and “Samudaya-sacca” (= its origination and multiplication).
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How to Get rid of “Dukha” or Control “Dukha” in our life

The Buddha discovered the first two novel truths and then when saw that it is a chain link of
depended origination, naturally he found that it can be stopped if we can break the chain. But
like a scientist he found that all links cannot be destroyed. For example, mind and matter
cannot be destroyed; similarly, six sense doors cannot be destroyed; birth cannot be
destroyed. He discovered next two laws:

“Patiloma-paticcasamuppada” (=the Law of Dependent Origination in reverse order) which
clarifies the third and fourth Noble Truths, “Nirodha-sacca” (= the cessation of suffering) and
“Nirodha-gamini-patipada-sacca” (= the path that leads to the cessation of suffering).

“Vedana” is the cause of “Tanha”, which gives rise to “Dukkha” and therefore, he discovered a
method to convert ignorance into wisdom and with that “Vedana-nirodha, tanha-
nirodho”which means complete cessation of suffering. This process of cessation is called
Vipassana meditation which he was teaching in rest of his life to the people with great
compassion and love.

what is “Vedana”

In Sanskrit, “Vedana” means anguish. But in Pali it means either "feeling" or "sensation." In
general, “vedana” refers to the pleasant, unpleasant and neutral sensations that occur when
our internal sense organs come into contact with external sense objects and associate with the
consciousness. Our primary senses are considered to be sight, hearing, taste, smell, and touch.
All senses require one of four fundamental sensory capacities: chemoreception,
photoreception, mechanoreception, or thermoreception.

In Vipassana, we start observing “Vedana” only on the surface level of the body and gradually
one can fell inside. Whatever you feel on the surface is called sensation. It can be felt as
itching, pain, heat, cold, numbness, trickling, pressure, heaviness, throbbing, etc., even some
sensation, you cannot even name. Therefore, never search for anything different as sensation.
When we practise awareness to sensation and equanimity together, that leads to liberation
from suffering.

Understanding of our own nature and understanding achieve by direct experience of truth deep
within ourselves, that is what the Buddha called “yatha-bhita-inana- dassana”, the wisdom
that arises on observing reality as it is not as we like it be. With this wisdom we can emerge
from suffering and every sensation that occurs will give rise only to the understanding of
impermanence.
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Process of Vipassana Meditation:

It has three segments such as “Seella” (=Foundation); Samadhi (=Concentration) and Panna
(=Wisdom). To understand fully of this technique, one has to undergo a 10-day Vipassan course
in any of the Vepassna centers in India or abroad (https://www.dhamma.org)

A TRIP TO ICELAND: THE LAND OF ICE AND FIRE

Iceland, a small island country located at the juncture of North Atlantic and arctic oceans is
known as the land of fire and ice, being home to both glaciers and volcanoes. Substantial
part of Iceland is actually covered in snow. | had a taken a three days trips to Iceland in
October,2018 as a part of the group tour and was completely enchanted by the country. We
started from Kolkata by air and flew into Reykjavik, the capital of Iceland after two stopovers
at Doha (Qatar) and Oslo(Norway) respectively.While descending | could see through the
window the Atlantic sea, the vast coastline and the beautiful landscape. Upon arrival, we were
transferred to a bus waiting outside the airport. Iceland is one of the most expensive country.

| had to pay 5-dollar commission for exchanging 20 dollars to Iceland Kroner.

Driving along snowy road
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Our driver cum guide was very knowledgeable about Icelandic history, geology and culture. He
shared many scientific facts regarding volcano, tectonic plate, northern and southern lights.Our
itinerary took us for a drive through the Northern part of the Golden Circle, a 300 km
popular tourist route,comprising the Gullfoss waterfall, the Strokkur geyser and Thingvellir
national park, the biggest tourist draws in Iceland. The road network in Iceland is very good
and we drove through a beautiful four lane highway. The temperature was below zero degree.
The guide told it is a volcanic island covered with volcanic black coloured lava without any

trees or vegetation .

After some distance, we entered snow covered area — a vast sea of snow and ice all
around. The driver cum guide told they put salt on the road to melt ice, black topping also

helps.

The Driver started giving some introduction about the country. Human settlement began here in
9th century. They came from Scandinavian countries, Scotland, Ireland etc. The total
population is 3.45 lakh of which 2/3rd live in the capital; the rest in coast line and fishing
villages. Fishing is a big industry.Iceland is the second biggest fishing nation in Europe. There
are 1800 farms mostly of livestock dairy, sheep, horses etc. Ocean does not freeze here
because of Atlantic Ocean winds. Now a days sunrises at 9AM and sets at 5PM. Some time
sunrise and sunset times are 11-30AM and 2 PM respectively with only 2 sunlight hours. In
summer time, there is midnight sun. In mountainous areas the temperature goes below -30°
C. Eighty-five percent of the energy are from geothermal and hydro energy. The country is
self-sufficient in growing fruits and vegetables due to greenhouse cultivation. The language

spoken here is Icelandic, one of the oldest spoken language of the world.

Our first stop was Thingvellir national park. The park with an area of 240 square kilometer is
a unique geological site where tectonic plate boundary along the floor of the Atlantic Ocean
separated North American and Eurasian continents (continental drift). This can be clearly
seen in faults and fissures which traverse the region.Here one can literally walk in the divide
between two continents. The tectonic plates are still moving apart at approximately 2.5 cm a
year. The outstanding scenery with its cliff walls, fissures, lava fields, grassy plains give the
area unparallel value. Thingvellir also is the site of oldest parliament in Europe which used to
meet centuries starting from 930 upto 1781 AD. The park has been designated as a world

heritage site since 2004.

Our next destination was Haukadalur geothermal valley with large number of geyser or hot
springs. On the way we drove through undulating snow-covered terrain. Some horse farms
were visible with horses grazing in the snowy grasslands. The horses are reared here for
racing as well as meat. In the Haukadalur geothermal area, there are large number of
geyser/ hot springs emerging from underground along with smoke due to geothermal activity
creating varying sized pools of bubbling hot water of temperature of around 105°C. The main
attraction was, however,few erupting springs (called strokkur geyser) where water bursts out
like explosion with lot of smokes every 5-6 minutes with jet of water column reaching 100

feet in the air. Many tourists wait there for long time to watch this spectacular phenomenon.

The next stopping place was a series of water falls known as Gulfoss water fall or golden
water fall. This is one of islands most popular tourist attraction and iconic water fall. The

water here travels from the Langjokullglacier cascading down in two stages into a rugged
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canyon with walls reaching up to 70 meters. Gulfoss Gorge was formed by flash flood waters
that forced their way through cracks in basalt lava. It looks very beautiful with the whole area

covered with snow.

We had a night halt at Hvolsvollur, a small town in the south coast with population of about
1000 people, about 150 km from capital city Reykjavik. Iceland is a great place to see
northern light(aurora boreales). We went out of the hotel and drove through the ice-covered
road to the outskirts facing biting cold to watch it at night. We, however, failed to see
northern light owing to cloudy weather. Next morning at 9-30 AM, we started our journey
along the south shore of Atlantic reaching our first stop Skogafoss waterfall after about 40
minutes journey. Scogafoss is one of the biggest water falls in Iceland with a drop of some

60 meters and width of 25 meters.

The water underneath is very flat; one can walk right up to the wall of the water. It was

just overwhelming standing next to it.

We drove another 30 km on the ring road to reach world famous Reynisfsara black beach
adjacent to Atlantic sea. The coastline beach has black sand because of worn out black
volcanic rock formed when lava cooled and solidified. The exciting scenery is made more
extraordinary by towering mountain cliffs, basalt sea stacks and caves, hexagonal shaped
basalt columns forming a remarkable architectural work. There are also two giant parallel rocks
or sea stacks a little away from the shore into the ocean. The Atlantic sea waves are
powerful, sometimes potentially dangerous. There are coastal sneaker waves appearing
unexpectedly with much greater force and height pushing the waves further up the beach. We

were advised not to turn back on the sea.

We had lunch at the nearby Vik town, which is a popular stop over for tourists exploring the
southern coast of Iceland. We had long 2.5 hours straight drive on the main ring road
passing through a uneven desolate areas with many hilly outcrops devoid of any vegetation
and covered with lava strewn around, remnants of volcanic eruption. It can be called black
desert. After the long drive, we reached Jokulsarion, the famous glacial lagoon. The lagoon
offers magnificent sights of blue and white icebergs gliding in silent procession making their

way to Atlantic Ocean.

The lagoon is filed by melt water and chunks of icebergs - some are very high — breaking
off from the glacier. The site has been used in many Hollywood movies. However, Jokusarlon
also stands testimony of grim reality of global warming. The lagoon has been formed rather
recently in 1935. It is accelerating at an alarming rate and increased fourfold since 1970s.
We took a boat tour into the lagoon to get close to the icy giants. However, our excitement

was somewhat moderated owing to heavy downpour.

Next morning at 9 AM we started our journey for the capital city Reykjavik some 150 km

away.

The sun was just rising; the temperature was -30°C. On the way in a short distance visited
two water falls Seljalandsfoss and Urrioafoss. There were no plants or trees on the way, only
some grassy land with some horse breeding and cattle farms in few places. From the
distance snhow clad mountains were visible. It is jocularly said that if there are three trees
seen in close proximity, it may be called a forest in Iceland. We passed through Selafoss
town inhabited by 5000 people, mostly known for agricultural activities like animal slaughter

houses and the like.

The driver cum guide shared lot of information about volcanos in Iceland. Major portion of the
volcanic eruption in the world occurs in Iceland. Every fourth year there is a volcanic

eruption.

There are 130 active volcanoes in Iceland, though some of the volcanoes did not erupt last
1000 years. There are, however daily small scale eruptions (1.5 Richter scale or so) in
some mountains. In 2008, there was an earth quake of 6.5 Richter scale. Iceland is pioneer
in the use of geothermal energy for space heating. There are geothermal power plants in
different areas using geothermal energy. Water with temperature more than 100°C flows out in

mountainous areas. Hot water supply to capital and other areas are done from these sources.
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A geothermal power plant

In Iceland, water is very pure. We drove through four lane mountain road totally covered with
snow with sparkling white field all around. At the end of the snhow covered area, we entered
the Reykjavik city. Paradoxically, there were quite a few coniferous type trees visible inside

the city.

Reykjavik is the commercial, industrial and cultural center of the island country. Reykjavik
boasts a colorful history dating back to days of Viking. However, until 20th century, it was a
small fishing village. At present, with nicely coloredbuildings, brightly painted houses, nice
clean roads, it gives a superb picture like look. Standard of living is very high in Iceland.
There are hundreds of cars on the road. In human development index it is second in the
world next to Norway. Icelanders are not only book lover, 10% of Icelanders publish a book
in their life time. Crime rate is very low; hardly any policeman visible on the roads. Though
a member of NATO, Iceland has no army. However, during second world war and cold war
period, US navy was deployed there. American president Ronald Reagan and Soviet leader

Mikhail Gorbachev met here in 1986 to end the cold war.

We first visited the volcano house where some volcano erupted materials have been displayed.

There were two film shows depicting Iceland’s mighty volcanos and their eruptions as well as
the islands unique geological structure. There is a tectonic separation of 2cm every vyear
making it volcanic eruption prone. In 1973, 5000 people had to be evacuated.Our next visit
was to a northern light show where northern lights in different counties were shown by way of
film shows. The next stop was the Lutheran parish church ( Hallgrimskirkja church) located on
a hill top at the end of the city. At 74.5 m tall and 18040 square ft interior, it is the
largest church in Iceland and among the tallest structure of the country. However, according to
the guide, people are not at all religious here, may visit at the most twice in a year. We
then took a walking tour to get the sense of the city passing through streets, parks, markets,
restaurants, book stores etc. We had dinner in an restaurant; to our pleasant surprise, it was
owned by a Malayali couple from Kerala. According to him, there are quite a few Indians
